Old Hymns, New Hymns 
Lately, some of you may have not iced that there have been a few new hymns the last few services. While this is a little jarring  
… you actually have to open a hymnal and not just sing from memory … rest assured that we•re not trying to be mean to you or 
change things arbitrarily. 

Our worship centers on the Revised Common Lectionary, which is a cyclical curriculum that takes us through the Bible every 
three years. To put our worship service together, we use the planning guide •Sundays and SeasonsŽ, published by the ELCA 
publishing house, Augsburg Fortress. •Sund ays and SeasonsŽ breaks down each week in the year, offering commentary and 
naming resources that can be used to create a worship service. S&S also provides hymn suggestions! 

In choosing a hymn, I use three methodologi es: one, is the tune easy enough that the congregation will pick it up easily; two, 
is the hymn of such beauty or poignancy that while difficult it is worth learning; three, do the words lift up and support the 
Gospel. 

Hymns (specifically, the words of the hymn) are most often written by a separate person than composes the music (called the 
hymntune). The hymns themselves are poems, by definition a comp osition in verse, especially one that is characterized by a 
highly developed artistic form and by the use of heightened la nguage and rhythm to express an intensely imaginative interpre-
tation of the subject. The hymns speak of the Gospel in an ex pressive, emotional way, and when coupled with the hymntune 
are meant to bring the worshipper to more intense experience with the Gospel. 

So the next time you•re in the sanctuary and a new hymn comes up on the screen, don•t be so quick to dismiss it because it•s 
different. Try to find the beauty in the music, or simply follow along with the words and see if you don•t come away with an-
other level of gospel understanding.
