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Music Notes

Why “Requiems”?

Some of you out there who are inclined to classical music may have noticed a trend that occurs every spring in churches

throughout the area: Requiems. Many larger churches (and some not-so-large, like ours!) usually host a big musical event

in their spring “season”, and very often the featured music is a setting of the Requiem text. We, ourselves, presented a
Requiem two years back. But what is a “requiem”?

Musical settings of the Requiem have been used since the days of chant. If any of you hap-
pened to watch on television a few years back any of the funeral service for Pope John Paul I,
the chanting you heard was one of those chant
settings of the Requiem. While the church had
placed many rules and limits on how and where
the Requiem could be used, musicians have been
freer with their use. Earlier composers like Guil-
laume Dufay down through Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart,

Hector Berlioz, and Giuseppe Verdi all used the traditional Latin text and kept
the Mass in its usual order.

Other composers, such as

One composer before the 20" Century, however, completely abandoned the
traditional Latin text when he wrote his Requiem opus. His nhame was Johan-
nes Brahms, and he set his Requiem in German.
